GARY STEAD REAPPOINTED NZ MEN’S COACH

Gary Stead has been reappointed as the New Zealand Men's Cricket Team Head Coach for another three years in a deal that takes him to the end of the 2023 World Cup in India.

Stead took the job as Mike Hesson's successor in 2018 and the team reached the final of the 2019 World Cup where they lost on boundary count back against England having tied the match and the Super Over at Lord’s.

There have been suggestions of a strain in the relationship between Stead and captain, Kane Williamson but that has been downplayed by both parties.

New Zealand are currently ranked Number (2) in Test cricket, Number (3) in One Day Internationals, 6th in Twenty/20 Internationals and sit fourth in the ICC World Test Championship with the final for that event still scheduled for June next year.

Following the postponement of this year's Twenty/20 World Cup in Australia there will now be major limited-overs events in three consecutive years from 2021 to 2023 with two Twenty/20 World Cups followed by the 50-over tournament in India.

David White, the New Zealand Cricket CEO, said Stead had been interviewed by an appointments panel last week, following which a recommendation had been made to, and had been approved by, the New Zealand Cricket Board.

New Zealand are expecting to host a full summer of international cricket despite the COVID-19 pandemic with Test series penciled in against West Indies and Pakistan plus limited-overs visits by Bangladesh and Australia.
The Pakistan Cricket Board (PCB) has announced dates for the four remaining games of the 2020 season of the Pakistan Super League (PSL), Twenty/20 Tournament, which were suspended in March due to the COVID-19 pandemic. All four matches will take place at the Gaddafi Stadium in Lahore.

The Qualifier between the top two teams from the league stage, the Multan Sultans and the Karachi Kings, will take place on 14th November, as will the first Eliminator between the third, and fourth-placed Lahore Qalandars and Peshawar Zalmi. 

The second Eliminator, between the loser of the Qualifier and the winner of the first Eliminator, will take place on 15th November, and the final on 17th November.

Professional cricket is set to resume in Pakistan this month after a 24-week suspension forced by the COVID-19 pandemic. 

The PCB has opened up training facilities at its National High-Performance Centre (NHPC) while maintaining a strictly controlled environment, and has also issued an advisory to restart the sport at the grassroots and recreational level with adequate safety measures in place.

Apart from the final leg of the PSL, the PCB is also looking to conduct the 2020-21 domestic season, and host two international teams. Zimbabwe is scheduled to visit Pakistan in November for three ODIs and three T20Is, and South Africa in January 2021 for two Tests and three T20Is.

The government opened up sports activities in the country over four phases with social distancing as the major point. Sports complexes and stadiums, according to the advisory, must adhere to occupancy limits of 25 or fewer people indoors and 100 or fewer outdoors, inclusive of players, coaches and staff, and the facility as a whole may not exceed 50% of its total occupancy. 

The PCB, however, is most likely to conduct games behind closed doors.

























Former England and Northamptonshire Cricket all-rounder, David Capel has died at home aged 57, after a two-year battle with a brain tumour.

Capel, who won 15 Test caps and played in 23 One-Day Internationals between 1987 and 1990, was diagnosed in 2018.

He was one of the most talented of a cluster of contenders earmarked to fill the boots of the great, Sir Ian Botham.

Capel was the first player from his county to be picked for England in 77 years when he was first called up.

After first joining the Northamptonshire staff in 1980, he made 10,869 runs and took 469 wickets in 270 first-class appearances for the county between 1981 and 1998, as well amassing 6,274 runs and claiming 237 wickets in 300 List A matches.

He played for Northants in four Lord's finals, ending on the winning side against Leicestershire in the 1992 Natwest Trophy showpiece, and he will also be remembered for his 97 off 110 balls against Yorkshire in the 1987 Benson and Hedges Cup final.

Following his retirement, Capel was appointed Northants' director of excellence in 1999 and became head coach in 2006, a role he spent six years in.

He left the county after more than three decades in 2012 and then spent time as assistant coach of England Women and as head coach for Bangladesh Women.

Brazil's Football Association (CBF) has said that Brazil's women's national players are being paid the same as male players for representing their country.

All players will be granted the same daily and prize amounts for taking part in preparation periods and games.

Brazil's Football Association president, Rogerio CABO-CLO says the measures were put in place in March.

CABO-CLO says it also applies to performances at international tournaments such as the World Cup and Olympics.

Australia, Norway and New Zealand are among the nations to previously decide to pay their men and women internationals the same amount.

Brazil's Women's team have not played since March, when many competitions around the world were postponed because of the coronavirus pandemic.








KICK-IT-OUT REPORTS ON DISCRIMINATION

Kick-It-Out say that reports of discrimination in English football rose 42% last season despite fans not attending some games amid the COVID-19 pandemic.
	
The anti-discrimination charity says reports it received increased from 313 in 2018-19 to 446 in 2019-20.

Reports of racism in the professional game rose 53% and those of abuse based on sexual orientation increased by 95%.

A YouGov poll of 1,000 fans also found 71% had seen racism directed towards footballers on social media.

The poll, commissioned by Kick It Out, also showed that 30% of fans had heard racist comments or chants at a match.

Sanjay Bhandari, chair of Kick It Out said football had "responded positively" to the coronavirus pandemic and the death of George Floyd in the United States in May, which led to global protests.








Manchester United have signed Netherlands midfielder Donny van de Beek from Ajax for £35m, plus £5m in add-ons, on a five-year contract.

Van de Beek, 23, played 175 first-team games for Ajax, scoring 41 goals and helping them make a surprise run to the 2018-19 Champions League semi-finals.

He will be available for United's opening game of the 2020-21 season against Crystal Palace on 19 September.

Van de Beek is the Premier League club's first summer signing.

The NBA on Wednesday fined Los Angeles Clippers forward Marcus Morris US$35,000 for "recklessly striking" Dallas Mavericks guard Luka DON-CIC above the shoulders.
	
The league also fined DON-CIC US$15,000 for throwing the basketball off the legs of an official during the same game on Sunday.
Morris was assessed a flagrant-2 foul and ejected for his incident, which occurred with 1:07 left in the first quarter of the Clippers' series-clinching 111-97 win in Game 6.

The amount of the fine was based on several prior disciplinary measures against Morris, according to a statement released by NBA executive vice president of basketball operations Kiki VanDeWeghe.

Doncic was whistled for a technical foul after throwing the ball, which happened with 8:20 remaining in the third quarter.

The NBA also announced on Wednesday Boston Celtics guard Marcus Smart was fined US$5,000 for flopping in Game 2. 

The incident occurred with 2:46 remaining in the third quarter of the Celtics' 102-99 victory over the Toronto Raptors on Tuesday night at the ESPN Wide World of Sports near Orlando.
