He is however optimistic that there will be an uptick in the amount of people getting vaccinated.

Meanwhile … St. Vincent and the Grenadines, on Thursday August 12th, received the first tranche (17,550 doses) of Pfizer Vaccines donated by the United States Government through the Caribbean Community.

The donation follows months of discussions between the United States Department of Health and Human Services, Pfizer, the Caribbean Public Health Agency (CARPHA) and the CARICOM Secretariat. 

The second tranche (another 17,550 doses) is expected to arrive today.

REGIONALLY … Health officials in Grenada are concerned that a cluster of Covid-19 cases identified — following the holding of an illegal “house party” with a mixture of returning nationals and locals 
Acting Chief Medical Officer Dr Shawn Charles says from what they have seen, they are concerned that it is the Delta variant that may be circulating in the Grenada population.

INTERNATIONALLY … US health officials have recommended all Americans get COVID-19 booster shots to shore up their protection amid the surging delta variant and evidence that the vaccines' effectiveness is falling.

The plan, as outlined by the director of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and other top authorities, calls for an extra dose eight months after people get their second shot of the Pfizer or Moderna vaccine. 

The doses could begin the week of September 20.
