REGIONALLY, Travelers arriving at the Grantley Adams International Airport in Barbados should encounter less congestion due to new covid -19 procedures being implemented there. 
Barbados is now accepting a one-day Rapid Antigen test for entry, and also launched version two of the online Embarkation/Disembarkation form.

INTERNATIONLLY, after recovering from COVID-19, many experience long-term symptoms, including brain fog, fatigue, and skin rashes. This syndrome is known as long COVID, and researchers are in the early stages of understanding its risk factors.
According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) long COVID is a condition in which COVID-19-related health issues last 4 weeks or more after contracting the virus that causes the disease.
Even those who did not have COVID-19 symptoms immediately after contracting SARS-CoV-2 can develop long COVID. Symptoms may last for several weeks or months.
